TILMA requires provinces to “reconcile their existing standards and
regulations.” With Alberta’s masssive deregulation, any province in TILMA
would be required to adopt Alberta’s lower standards and regulations, since
anything higher would be challengeable as a restriction on investment.

Once deregulation to Alberta's level has been forced, the agreement says
provinces will be prevented from introducing “new standards or regulations
that operate to restrict or impair trade, investment or labour mobility.” So
higher standards adopted in the future, including environmental controls,
would likely be ruled a TILMA violation.
